9th May -Victory Day

he 9th of May 2017, 72nd
anniversary to the Great Victory Day.

This date corresponds with the signing of the German Instru-
ment of surrender, taking place in the evening of 8th of May
1945. Subsequently, Soviet Union was able to declare victory
in the morning of 9th of May after the signing in Berlin. This
day was seen as the “Liberation Day” in Eastern Germany
from 1950-1966, and later, after 2002, modern Germany
called it “Day of Liberation from National Socialism, and the
End of the Second World War”

We considered those soldiers fighting in the war as heroes and
we are more than right to believe so. These courageous men
and women were able to overcome their fears and risked their
lives for a prosperous war-free country that we all see and live
in today. They are one of the reasons why we all are here to-
day.

This significant day was not left without attention. On the 7th
of May, there was a parade dedicated to the 25th anniversary
of Kazakhstan’s armed forces and also the victory day. This
parade was proven to be the most large-scale parade over the
history of Kazakhstan. Furthermore, this was the first major
event that the students of the Republic school «Zhas Ulany»
were able to participate in. This was an event that required
months and months of preparation. I have to say that the time
was not wasted as they were able to have a spectacular show
that ignited the feelings of patriotism and pride in all of our
hearts.

Our school was not left out from this event. We had our own
live museum which is something extraordinary, may I add.
Personally, I have never seen such a concept and was pleas-
antly surprised upon its visit. Our young actors were able to
truly immerse the viewer into the struggle, pain and overall
atmosphere of the Great Patriotic War. A big part of the audi-
ence was seen shedding tears upon the characters’ cries of
distress. This event shows the true power of performance arts
and history to achieve such a strong effect on the audience. It
allows the viewer to see the war not just as a political conflict
but rather a thread of personal stories whose fate was deter-
mined by such a firestorm. As the younger generation, we
tend to think of a war as a distant occurrence that has no con-
nection with us. Seeing the action happen right in front of our
eyes brought us back to Earth.

To pay homage to our ancestors, numerous students and
teachers took part in events outside of school such as the Im-
mortal Regiment. Kamila Mukhamedgalieva 11F:

“I didn’t think that such a big number of people would take
their time to walk down the square. Everybody was dressed in
a war-time fashion and had the victory ribbons, flowers and
portraits. This looked stunning. As we stood in a column a
voice announced that the war was over. I had tears streaming
down my face as I realized how many lives were lost in the
war. Including me, there were a lot of people with their whole
families. This shows how we teach the younger generation to
respect their ancestors and never forget where they came
from. The road was very long, but we couldn’t feel any fatigue
as we were energized singing the war-time songs such as
“Katusha” and “Victory day”. I thoroughly enjoyed this expe-
rience.
