t’s become very popular news that an enormous amount of sea animals have died and
appeared on the shore of Avacha Bay, near the city called Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky. There
has been a great deal of speculations about its causes. Was there an excess of oil in the water?
Factory waste? Russian researchers have given a definite answer.

The Kamchatka Peninsula is a 1250-kilometers-long peninsula in the Russian Far East. There is the
Sea of Okhotsk to its west and the Pacific Ocean to its east. There are over 320 000 people there and
more than half of them live in the city Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky.

Surfers have provided a great deal of information. At the end of September, they reported eye burns
and published videos of dead marine animals on the coast near Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky on the
Internet. Surfers from Khalaktyrsky Beach received eye burns and skin irritation, the fact which they
made public. The Ministry of Nature investigated the place and found many dead sea animals.

Moscow State University and Institute of ecology and evolution of the Russian Academy of Sciences
investigated the rivers and streams that flow into Avacha bay. They tested the water for rocket fuel
and pesticides from nearby military training sites but didn’t find it in enough amounts that could lead
to so many deaths.

Having found no evidence of serious contamination, the scientists concluded that the real cause is
harmful algal blooms, particularly red tides.

Red tides are algal blooms formed by algae, such as dinoflagellates and diatoms. Similar to plants,
they make their food out of sunlight. The population of these algae increases significantly when
temperatures rise or particular nutrient levels surge in the water. They are visible when their
concentration reaches 1 000 cells per millimeter, though it might peak at 200 000.

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O'Khalaktyrsky Beach

A part of the Kamchatka peninsula. Dead animals have been found on the Khalaktyrsky Beach and the coast of Avacha Bay near
Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky.

Harmful algal blooms are dangerous in two ways. Firstly, they emit neurotoxins that cause seizures
for organisms that they consume. Some animals such as shellfish accumulate one of these
neurotoxins called the domoic acid and animals(including humans) that eat them receive a serious
injury or even die, as the acid affects the nervous system. Secondly, these huge red spots block the
sunlight necessary for plant life, disrupting the food chain. Moreover, they consume oxygen and, as
these algae might stay in one area over a long period of time, they create dead zones with very low
oxygen concentration, killing all the animals nearby.

A huge red smudge on the water was spotted near Japan in May and it was coming north, as the
temperatures rose. Russian ornithologists accidentally happened to observe the red waves in
August. They moved due north to Chukotka and then to the southern coasts of Kamchatka. MSU
researchers tested the water and confirmed the abnormal concentration of these algae.

One might be aware of all of these and think that it’s all-natural, with no human involvement
whatsoever. On the contrary, it was a common idea that algae blooms were characteristic of tropical
zones, but they occur in a variety of places across the globe. This is a direct consequence of global
warming, which created a comfortable environment for algae that are normally not so abundant. As
long as carbon dioxide emissions will keep increasing, we can expect a range of abnormal events
that humanity has never seen before.

SANDEEP#SKY

Dear NISA community. After summer break and a short break in October we are getting ourselves ready for
cold winter. At the same time November will not disappoint if one takes little risk to head out in the cold night
sky. If there is clear sky then November months offers some exciting events for astronomers. Let us have a look

at some of them.
1. Mercury at Greatest Western Elongation (pre-dawn)

On Tuesday, Nov. 10, the planet Mercury will reach a maximum angle of 19 degrees from the sun, and peak
visibility for this morning apparition. Look for the swiftly-moving planet shining brightly very low in the
east-southeastern sky about 5:30 and 6:30 a.m. in your
local time zone. In a telescope (inset) Mercury will
exhibit a 58 %-illuminated, waxing gibbous phase.
Mercury's position above the morning ecliptic (green
line) will make this an excellent apparition for Northern
Hemisphere observers, but a poor showing for those
located near the Equator, and farther south. This means
Kazakhstan residents has excellent opportunity to
watch out mercury. Rarely this planet is visible, so make
most of this unique chance and get glimpses of closest
planet to the Sun.

2. Thursday, November 12 — Crescent Moon and Venus (pre-dawn)

In the eastern sky for about two hours preceding dawn on Thursday, N¢
positioned a palm's width above (or 6 degrees to the celestial west of) tl
lovely photo opportunity when composed with some interesting scene
orbital motion (green line) will carry it to Venus' lower left.

DANGEROUS OPTIMISM

People are prone to be pretty optimistic about stuff. We tend to believe
that the conditions will be the most favorable. On one hand, a positive
attitude really helps to cope with challenges; but on the other hand, we
misjudge the time it takes to complete a task. Even with experience in
solving similar problems, we tend to think we can get it done faster-
perhaps because we believe that in the past we've been hindered by
external factors- if then they impacted the execution of the task, then this
time they definitely won't - we will do everything better, faster. And that,
ladies and gents, it's called a planning fallacy. In 1994, Canadian researchers
asked students to determine how long it would take them to complete their
thesis (Buehler R., Griffin D., Ross M., 1994). Students thought they could
do it in 33 days on average, but in reality, many took 50 days or more. Of
all those surveyed, only 30% met the planned deadline. Too familiar, isn't

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“BECAUSE | WANT SO”

When a teacher says that it's impossible to prepare for
the exam in one evening, we doubt to the last that his
words are true for us personally. After all, they
contradict our confidence in a favorable scenario. The
illusion of control was explored by psychology
professor E.Langer: she organized an experiment in the
form of a lottery (Langer E. J., 1975). Researchers
alternately handed out tickets to the participants, then
offered to choose them themselves, wanting to
evaluate whether the choice would affect the value of
tickets. After that, assistants approached the lottery
participants and asked them to sell them a lottery
ticket. It turned out that if the participant chose the
ticket himself, then its value seemed to him higher,
therefore, when selling, he overestimated the price
eight times. Despite the fact that the possibility of
winning the lottery remained random, participants
subconsciously believed that by choosing a ticket on
their own, they made it more likely to win.In a nutshell,
it demonstrates that people seriously believe they are
in control of circumstances beyond their control.

THOU SHALT NOT MAKE DECISIONS WHEN TIRED

During the day, periods of physical and mental activity
are followed by fatigue. The periods of activity are
different for everybody, but most of us sleep at night
and work during the day. Scott Golder and Michael
Macy studied millions of tweets, determining the
sentiment of the authors and correlating it with the
time of publication (Lowery G., 201).They found that
mood worsened towards the end of the day, and was
also affected by seasonal changes in daylight hours and
the amount of sleep. On weekends and before
lunchtime, people are more optimistic and happier, and
closer to lunchtime they get tired. On weekends, the
mood drops a couple of hours after lunch, which may
be due to the fact that these days we wake up later
than usual.So it's better to wait until evening - this way
you approach planning more realistically.

3 TOOLS OF A SKEPTIC

Save some extra time! If something can go not
by the plan, then probably it will. Think you can
do that long-term project in 2 days? Safer with
that, you better save at least one extra day.

Be reflectivel We all know the pain of writing
3-page-long reflections but why not implement
that skill into real life? Analyze your previous
experiences with planning: how long does it
take you to focus/ write an intro/ do the APA
etc.

Divide the work. Break the assignment into
small sub-steps, completion of which will boost
your motivation and help you keep going (but
don't do 39 sub-steps on just reading)

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I bet that you have heard of depression, been in it,
or listened about it from other people. There are
very contrasting views concerning depressives,
with one group romanticizing them and others
criticizing them for their weak willpower. Let’s get
acquainted with what depression really is and
decide which view is more justified.

Why do people think
depression is not real?

In my childhood, lack of motivation and
unproductive work were the things that my parents
could blame me for. That trait of upbringing might
be the reason for my skepticism towards
depression. Everytime when I hear that someone
has depression I automatically picture them as
, incapable of getting a grip on their
own lives. I feel that I am not the only one who
thinks in such a way, the stigma of depression being
simply a exists in our
society. Excluding the common dislike of not
productive people, there is another reason for
common disbelief in depression. Unlike usual
diseases, mental illnesses like depression are
: according to Hancock Regional Hospital
(2018), “Depression itself doesn’t show up in a blood
test. It doesn’t cause a rash. You can’t see it under a
microscope”. And the symptoms of it are quite
uncertain, they include pessimism, irritability,
changes in appetite and sleeping habits, loss of
interest in daily activities, loss of productivity, and
functionality (Fulghum, 2008). Even worse,
according to NHS UK(National Health Service)
those symptoms of depression
between people” (2019).

Well, because in reality, it is tangible. Depression has so
many things to do with According to Wilson
(2018), depression can in
brain regions like hippocampus, thalamus, amygdala,
frontal, and prefrontal cortices, which are seen in CT or MRI
scans after 8 or more months of depression. These brain
regions are predominantly responsible for a human's
. Changes to those

parts will alter the production of serotonin(sleep and mood)
and norepinephrine(motivation and reward) hormones. The
same source also states that depression may cause

, leading to the death of brain cells, affecting
aspects like brain development, learning, memory, and
mood. Consequences are there and what’s with causes?
Depression may have roots in strange things: the lack of
sunlight in winter and autumn(seasonal affective disorder)
or even the birth of a child(postpartum depression).
However, not all the causes are so uncertain - the
of a gene which codes for the serotonin 5-HTT was found to
make people more susceptible to depression, like many
other genes responsible for transport, production, and
activity of neurotransmitters or to say the quality of
neurons and synapses between them. Those complex
neurological disorders, in fact, are - more than 264
million people all around the world are struggling with
depression(WHO, 2020).

The study of

Diggori (2018) showed that humans usually communicate for the sake of their mental health: “Social

contact helps us to cope with stress and major life changes ... and knowing that we are valued by

others is an important psychological factor in helping us to forget the negative aspects of our

lives...”.

To put it simply, Among Us was discovered from a place of loneliness and lack of IRL contact, but it

got so catchy, cozy, and atmospheric that there was no coming back from it. Along with other

online multiplayer games, it is one of the few opportunities to keep in touch with people during

these tough times.

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SO EVILIT'S GOOD: WHY WE ARE ATTRACTED TO WICKED THINGS

rising popularity of the theme of death and violence in modern art and media. Why did things that
were meant to repel and instill terror in people, suddenly started to attract us?

A dichotomy of good and evil has a very long history. It exists from the beginning of human
civilization and was constantly redefined and changed under the influence of different factors.
Nowadays, the terms associated with either of two concepts are formed under a great impact of
Abrahamic religions. In most Abrahamic belief systems the "good" or the "virtue" is defined by one's
selflessness and ability to emphasize for others. By contrast, the "evil" manifests through violence,
destruction, and egocentrism. Even if you consider yourself an atheist, you still are likely to share a
similar outlook on these concepts. In most cases, the importance of such division is defined as
"reinforcement of a healthy society with the same system of values." "Evil" should inspire fear
within us, but why sometimes it seems to be so attractive?

"If it bleeds, it leads"

"If it bleeds, it leads" is a decades-old journalist and writers' mantra which states that, if a story
involves a brutally violent act (usually leading to a fatal outcome), then it is more likely to gain the
attention of the masses. This explains the modern media's obsession with violence - in the pursuit of
high ratings, journalists and media workers are compelled to seek the grim, cruel but intriguing
headlines.

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The mass fascination with violence has also its implication on modern fiction. As it was told before,
the amount of cruelty in television and cinema only increases. A 2013 study by psychologist Brad
Bushman and colleagues who studied film violence showed that “since 1950, film violence has
roughly doubled, and PG-13 (12A) films started to appear less than films marked as R-(15). The
audience becomes more and more invested in the stories of antagonists or antiheroes, with blurred
(or erased) line between good and bad.

Why We Are So Attracted to Evil: Psychological Perspective

Desire to explore: Curiosity is an old campaigner of humankind. Death, cruelty, destruction,
lascivious lifestyle are stigmatized subjects for a big part of the human population, and it only
draws more interest to them. By consuming media that discusses violence and wickedness, we, at
the same time, are exploring those topics.

for antagonists or antiheroes is that they do for us
what we are afraid to do. Anger, the feeling of
resentment, wish for vengeance - we humans are
vulnerable to such emotions. Fiction helps us to
take out these feelings by simulating "real-world"
events and people.

The glorification of violence: It is not a secret that
"evilness" was turned into a sort of aesthetics -
demons, blades, guns, blood (it is, in fact, a very

long list) have become a distinguished part of
many modern subcultures. While seeing aesthetics in certain things conventionally associated with

evil doesn’t do that much of mischief for society, the glorification of certain sociopathic behavior and
one's violent actions is a way more dangerous threat. It’s important to always keep in mind that the
romanticized lives of villains look good only in films. In reality, one’s carefree and criminal actions
usually lead to serious consequences.

Conclusion

Although for some people an increase in violence in modern fiction and media seems to be a negative
trend, this issue has nuances within it. An accurate portrayal of antagonist behavior or valid
representation of tragic events contributes to our rethinking of "good and evil". It gives new
perspectives and draws the attention of the masses to subjects that were rarely discussed in the past.
With the help of modern media and art, now we tend to consider "good and evil" not as opposing
dualities but more as a complex spectrum of ethical judgments.

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CHESS - THE MOTHERLAND OF HUMAN
CREATIVITY AND ANTI-FAIR PLAY

Try to ask a thousand chess masters the same question:
‘What was it like to pave a path from the start until where
they are now?’ 99% will answer that every single brick
they have on their path is just another sleepless night
before the tournament; most will proudly show you all
the cracks and cavities that represent terrible losses they
experienced, and the rubble they used to coat these
fractures that epitomize their resilience and mental
toughness. Every single chess master had to go through
thorns and sorrow to finally achieve greatness, but only
one mistake can bury all the endeavor and stress,
annihilating a player's reputation and depriving him of his
honor. This mistake is cheating.

There are many stories of numerous titled players being
accused of cheating, and in this article, I want to share
two of the most famous ones, in order to demonstrate
that you should think before doing something, and that
gambling with anti-fair actions can ruin your entire
career.

Last year, there were many over the chess
surface it seems that there is no way to cheat in these events,
and I guess our first chess player wanted to use it to show off
with his ingenuity and hide a cellphone in the bathroom,
that was equipped with cameras (which is also strange, but
that’s for another article). Latvian Grandmaster Igors Rausis
was a participant at Strasbourg Open tournament, which
took place in France. During one of his games, he was
visiting the bathroom several times, which didn’t catch
anyone’s attention until one of the cameras caught him with
the cellphone. He was immediately suspended from the
tournament, and his play went under FIDE’s heavy scrutiny.
Even though cameras didn’t show what Rausis was looking
at, he was finally exposed, confessing in several cheating
events. FIDE immediately deprived his Grandmaster title
and banned him from participating in any FIDE events for 6
years. I believe that even when his ban will be over, he will
still be a derelict in the chess community, which is a huge
mental blow. Just think about it, Rausis received his
Grandmaster title in 1991, and after several decades, he loses
everything he had in chess, considering that the latter was
his main source of joy and income after all.

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Another story is relatively fresh, and dates back to the
start of October 2020. Most of the official tournaments
that FIDE organizes are online nowadays. Official terms
& conditions in many tournaments oblige players to
have at least two cameras on, one showing players’
faces to broadcast, and the other filming the whole
room players are sitting in, to avoid any cheating
action. For some reasons, organizers of ‘Chess.com Pro
Chess League’ allowed players to use only one camera,
and allegedly, it was exploited by an Armenian
Grandmaster Tigran Levonovich Petrosian for his own
good, since he was accused of cheating

shortly after his spectacular performance. He played
four American world-class players, winning three games
against Fabiano Caruana, Wesley So, Leinier Dominguez-
Perez, and drawing one in a better position against
Jeffery Xiong. That’s a great performance, and after the
tournament, Wesley So publicly accused Tigran for
cheating, mainly relying on the fact that during the
broadcast he was looking down a lot, and these sight
divertings had perfect timings with many immaculate
moves that Tigran played. Eventually, he was banned
from ‘Chess.com’ platform, and became a disgrace in the
eyes of many players.

MR. RAUSIS WITH THE CELLPHONE

These are only players who were exposed, and maybe
there are many more that use an engine assistance and
get away with it. I hope that those who cheat feel the
shame consciously, since it is almost inconceivable to
imagine that someone professional does it on a daily
basis. Doesn’t matter if you are a chess player, or you
are engaged in another field, you should always

think twice before committing yourself to something like
that, because you don’t know what can be revealed. A lot
of businessmen get life-long sentences for stealing money
from their investors, a lot of politicians end up behind the
bars for bribing someone, and their lives are no longer the
same, so please, I urge you to ponder on your decisions,
especially if you for some reason want to be involved in
something illegal.
