In the IB Diploma Programme, students are obliged
to choose one subject from Group 4 that refers to
experimental sciences, whether it be Biology,
Physics, or Chemistry. In this article, we will discuss
some of the key concepts and skills that you will
learn particularly in a Biology course, as well as
provide valuable insights into the world of Biology
and the role it can play in your academic journey.

Confident in choosing Biology?
Then here are a few tips and advice on how to survive in this subject:

1. Organization & Note-taking
As most of us know, biology is mainly associated with memorization. Therefore, it is
truly essential to have a large folder or several notebooks for your hand-written
notes. Yes, hand-written notes, because writing by hand definitely makes it easier to
understand what you are actually writing about and you will be able to remmember
the content much better. Keep your notes on each topic organized and tidy, so that
you could refer to them at any needed time.

2. Markschemes and Past Papers!!!

This one is super-super important. The truth is that even though you might think
that you know everything about a certain topic, you might not get full marks on a
question. This is because markschemes are extremely specific and even expect you
exact wording, explanations, or the usage of terminology. Therefore, we recommend
you examine past papers and markschemes, so you could get used to the answering
format, as well as gain a general image of what the examiners are looking for in your

response.

3. Constant revision

It is no secret that biology requires constant revision because the amount of content

needed to be studied is enormously large. The subject itself is pretty much content-
heavy; there are no formulas like in Physics, or calculations like in Chemistry. To

prepare for the final exams, the best solution is to start earlier and revise the content

consistently. It will no doubt reduce some of the stress, as you will not have to revise

the whole two-year syllabus in a couple of nights right before the exams.

In conclusion, if you have been thinking about choosing Biology as one of your DP subjects just because you
consider it easier than Physics or Chemistry, I am sorry to disappoint you. Even though it is truly achievable to
get a 7, Biology course requires good memory, self-organization skills, and a strong work ethic. Good luck with
your subject choice and if you will eventually end up choosing Biology, we wish you all the best in your studies!
