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SCHOLARSHIPS IN
US COLLEGES

Most of the students yearn to do their degree abroad due to
well-equipped infrastructure and high placement rate.
However, the cost of living and other expenses can limit a
student’s opportunity to attend the institution. One of the
ways to overcome such an obstacle is to apply for
scholarships. The eligibility for receiving the scholarships
are based on various aspects such as academic excellence,
co-curricular activities, need, and more. IBEASY gathered a
valuable list of scholarships that can succour the future
alumni of our school. (All of them can be given to
international students, I promise).

NN
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Johnson scholarship. Awarded by
Washington and Lee  University,
Johnson Scholarship rewards students,

both domestic and international, on the
basis of academic achievement,
demonstrated leadership and integrity,
and their potential to contribute to the
intellectual and civic life of the W&L
campus. Scholarships are awarded to up
to 44 incoming students each year
(roughly 10% of the first-year class).

Johnson Scholarships cover tuition and
fees, housing and food, and $7,000 in
funding for a summer experience — a
grand total of more than $80,000 per
year. Students with additional financial
need may also see their scholarship
amount increased to cover additional
costs of attendance, which may include
textbooks and supplies, travel expenses,
and technology costs.

Richmond Scholars Program. The
University  of  Richmond's  most
prestigious and competitive academic
award, the Richmond Scholars Program,
is equal to full tuition, housing and food,
(in addition to other program benefits)
and is given to 25 incoming students. The
scholarship is renewable for up to eight
consecutive  semesters of  full-time
enrollment including study abroad. All
applicants for first-year admission are
automatically  considered for this
scholarship, provided that they submit a
complete admission application by
December 1st. No separate application is
required.
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Handler Scholarship. The Alan and
Jane Handler Scholarship is the
University of Rochester’s program that
covers 100% of tuition, fees, room,
board, books, personal expenses and
transportation, and also provides $5,000
in academic funding. Individual
mentoring and access to the Handler
Scholarship alumni network are also
included. Scholarship recipients must
have demonstrated academic excellence,
leadership potential, and high financial
need.

Nancy Susan Reynolds Scholarship.
Scholars must be creative leaders who
are able to influence others in directions
likely to benefit society. Successful
most

applicants have pursued the

challenging curriculum available to
them and have achieved grade point

averages and standardized test scores (if

Reynolds Scholarships have been awarded

Scholarship covers the annual cost of tuition,

The
Robert W. Woodruff Scholarship is awarded
each year and is renewable for up to a total of
eight regular academic semesters (fall and
spring) of undergraduate study at Emory
College of Arts and Sciences.
